There’s no doubting that crime and justice are big issues in our society today. Many of us
in the church believe that our faith challenges us to work for a different kind of justice than
the one commonly spoken of in our society: justice that restores wholeness to all who have
been hurt by acts of crime - victims, the community and perpetrators.

The newly formed Port Phillip West Presbytery has 6 prisons within its boundaries. Within
the Port Phillip West population, there are thousands of people who have either spent time
in these prisons, or are close to those people who have. Some are part of our
congregations already, and many more may want to be.

This workshop is for congregational leaders and members who want to explore both the
practical and theological issues that surround our call to be communities that embody
reconciliation. During the day we'll look at issues surrounding our worship, pastoral care
and community life, and how they are shaped by this theological and pastoral imperative.
Contributors to the workshop will include prison chaplains, ex-prisoners, the Moderator and
representatives from UnitingCare agencies.

The workshop is part of the Communal Justice Project, recently initiated by the Synod’s
Commission for Mission, in collaboration with the Uniting Church's prison chaplains. The
project is aimed at helping the church and society explore what it means to be communities
of reconciliation and justice.
